A growth of 
more than 300,000 new subscribers resulted 
in an impressive 19% rise in revenue last 
year.

The VriendenLoterij is the largest donor for 
culture and welfare in the Netherlands and 
surprised the muZIEum for the Blind with a 
cheque during the annual charity event 
VriendenFestijn.
